Schedule done, mornings working well with all 4 cores 1 hour each.  Afternoons have PE and Options.  Happy with schedule.

Jr. and Sr. Boys and Girls Volleyball teams.  Large population of the school are playing after school sports.  $25/student/sport to help with transportation and tournament fees.  
Library had a renovation over the summer.  Redid shelving, painted walls, some new furniture thanks to a government grant.  Students getting on to Tracpac.  Tracpac enables students to sign out books from all over Alberta through the public library system.  

Powerschool – was new last year, trying this year to have monthly reports going home to parents.  1st 1 will go home next week with the newsletter.  Parent/Teacher interviews set up for next week.  Want to get kids to go home and use Powerschool.  

School start up is always a crazy time.  Good bunch of students.  

PAT results from last year students scored above provincial average.

Good start to the year.  Kids are awesome.

Looking seriously at the budget,will meet with Central office next week.  Student Count on September 30 looks like 108 students down about 10 from last year which will mean an approximate deficit of $60000.  Do have reserves but cannot continue running this way.  12 students Kindergarten, 12 – Grade 1,  21 – Grade 2

 Soccer Girls won 2 games Boys lost 1
New Carpet in the library.  New screen in the gym and the stage got some well needed new curtains.

Received the Schools Cool grant $1800 received for new soccer jerseys.  They will arrive soon.  

Dapp school was nominated for an award of Excellence in Science.  Didn’t finish in the top 3 but were named a School of Distinction.  

Mr. Chattergoon was selected to be a marker for the LA PAT.  Kudos to him.  

Powerschool – working on it.  Will be the 1st of November when parents can go online, log in & see results.  Will update Powerschool monthly.

Andrea Medcke – Playground Update

Grant application was sent in May/June.  1 ½ weeks ago Ken Kowalski’s office called to say the grant cheque had been sent….so playground equipment on the way.  Delivery date will be the end of October or 1st week in November.  This is very exciting news.

Some of the new equipment will be 2 double slides so the kids can race down the slides, Grade 5 & 6 will get a climbing apparatus which is more horizontal then vertical. A safe merry go round. 

Next newsletter will have a volunteer signup sheet to help assemble playground.  Will need 10 volunteers / day x 2 days plus would like 4 volunteers to help feed the volunteers.

Pembina Hills will do prep work for the land.  Looking for donations of sand and landscape ties.  

Will be putting a Casino application in for both schools after playground is up will have more time to concentrate on application.  

Fundraising funds are approximately $37000 - $34000 playground =  $3000 balance
